4. Individuals will go through the 5 stations similar to a skillathon. Each station will be scored per age division score 

sheets. 
5. Points will be awarded in the following categories:

o Parts
o Breeds
o Meat Cuts
o Animal Wellness
o Nutrition
o Interview

6. Each station will be facilitated by individuals determined by OCA Staff.
7. Participants may come take the challenge anytime starting at 9:00 am
8. Participants should register online at www.ohiocattle.org by January 1, 2024.
